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DUGOUT DIRECTORS RESPONSIBILITIES

Introduce yourself to the team manager upon the team’s arrival. Explain the following;


A. You will remain next to their dugout thru-out the game and be available to them as needed.


B. If a player needs to use the rest room the manager or coach should tell you and you will insure they 

          get there and back safely.


C. You will be sure to keep spectators away from the dugout so the manager can concentrate on the 

           game. explain to the manager and coaches that the score book if they have one will be kept in the

 
     dugout and that conversing or mingling with spectators can not be allowed.

Inspect Equipment
A.  Catchers Masks must have throat guard (even hockey type masks).

B.  Catches helmet must be Little League approved type - NO SKULL CAPS, if you find one remove it from the dugout and inform team it will be returned after the game.

C.  Batting Helmets - no cracks.

D.  Male catchers must ware a cup.

E.  Bats - remove out of round bats, or those not Little League Approved, use good judgment.

F.  Check player bags for illegal equipment, bats, batting donuts, skull caps, etc.

Check Players
A.  No Jewelry - if you see a band aid on a player’s ear you can bet there’s an ear ring under it.

B.  Medical Alert items are permitted.

C.  Little League Patch.

Instruct Players - First Game only – each team.

A.  Catchers must ware catchers helmet and mask during any warm-ups.

B.  Warn about profanity, throwing of equipment, taunting.  Describe penalty - Ejection and suspension from next game, can not be at game site during the next game played. Little League Division and below only - no on deck batters.

C.  Remain on the bench when not in the game.

D.  Junior & Senior Division only - direct where on deck batter stays.

During the game
A.  Stay next to (not in) your team’s dugout and be aware of all occupants’ actions.

B.  If a player needs to use the rest room keep your eye on them to insure they get there and back safely - no side trips to concession stand - only one player at a time.

C.  Keep spectators away from dugout.

D.  In a polite way insure adults in dugout do not converse with spectators.

E.  On home run balls - give to parent if present - good PR, if parent not present give to manager.

F.  If a player on your team gets injured go into the dugout and insure they are ok, then indicate to parent, if present, that their child appears to be ok, however, if they wish, you will bring the player to them for there appraisal. 

      If the player appears to need medical attention instruct parent on how to get to the nearest hospital or 

      call 911 (Get nearest hospital information from host league as soon as you get to the game site.
