The American Heritage Dictionary partially defines “WIN” as;

“TO ACHIEVE VICTORY OVER OTHERS IN A COMPETITION”

Many Managers and Coaches, if asked to define the word  “WIN”, would do so almost exactly as 
stated above, however, this partial definition is just that, a partial definition, and for sure its not what 
Little League is about, nor will concentrating on only this partial definition result in sustained success 
in Managing or Coaching children.

Little League represents much more than a narrow view of winning. The dictionary further defines 
“WIN” as follows;

“TO ACHIEVE SUCCESS IN AN EFFORT OR VENTURE”

“TO GAIN AFFECTION OR LOYALTY OF”

“TO OVERCOME DIFFICULTIES AND ATTAIN A DESIRED GOAL OR END”

These definitions come much closer to what a Little League manager or coach should be striving for.

To truly win in Little League requires much more than simply teaching the fundamentals of the game. 
To achieve success you must be viewed by your players with respect for not only all you know about 
the game, but, more importantly the way you treat them and in so doing they will develop an affection 
and loyalty to you as will their parents.

You as manager or coach should be constantly asking yourself three questions;

Am I knowledgeable of the rules?

Am I organized and prepared in advance of practices?

Do I have a philosophy or planned approach to the game and the team players?

As any very good manager or coach will tell you, they work at their job not only during the season but 
they are able to recognize their weak points and are willing to act on those points in the off-season.

A. Know all you can about each player on your team.

B. Stress that the fun in playing baseball is learning and improving skills.  Remind them that
 school is where they learn how to learn.

IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO KNOW THE RULES

A. Umpires are for the most part not professional, they are volunteers like yourself and if 
paid it’s not their profession.  Most are not up to snuff on the rules in your division of
play nor your local rules. Take note how many arrive at the game with a rule book.
 

1. Approach an umpire as you would want to be approached.
2. Stay calm, speak softly, do not be animated.
3. No one should be able to hear a conversation between you and an umpire.
4. Do not debate….have a rule book with you…..let it do your debating.
5. Whatever the outcome, accept it gracefully…..you cannot change it…..don’t make

 a bad thing worse.
